dary school leaving certificate which
is currently being offered across some
2,000 secondary schools in 125 coun-
tries worldwide.

The IB is recognizedby the law as
an equivalent to the Luxembourgish
school leaving certificate (Dipl6me de
fin d'dtudes secondaires).

The programme is mainly designed
for English speaking students who have
recently moved to Luxembourg without
being familiar with all the languages
commonly spoken in the country. It
will allow them to follow a high-level
secondary studies programme focus-
sing both on languages and sciences
and prepare them for further studies
at university.
